Bobby Doyle, Rhode Island’s marathon king, 
began his legendary running career at Hope 
High School in 1966, becoming the state’s 
premier high school distance runner. 
At the University of Texas, El Paso, Bobby 
earned All-American honors as a member of 
the 1969 NCAA Division I Cross Country 
Championship Team.   
Other career highlights:  
  -Boston Marathon:  
      5th 1985, 7th 1979 (2:14:03), 12th 1978 
  -Represented the USA at the 1979  
    Pan American Games in Puerto Rico 
  -7-time winner of the Ocean State Marathon 
  - Competed in the 1980 and 1984 Olympic  
     Marathon Trials 
  - Won numerous marathons spanning three 
     decades – a world record
